BER 
Bovis Lend Lease personnel visited the school last Wednesday in order to clarify the 
issues associated with our BER P21 project. 
The frog pond, vegetable gardens and garden shed will be relocated. The demountable 
classroom will be relocated to the opposite end of Coral Park and a temporary facility for 
OOSH will also be in that area.  
I suspect that work may not commence this term as the December 1 deadline for the 
commencement of work has been relaxed by the Federal Government. 
I’m also hopeful that the refurbishment of Northwood and the construction of the new two 
storey building of classrooms will be staged in such a way that classes will be able to 
remain in the Northwood block until the new rooms are ready. 
 
Asbestos 
The work on 3N’s classroom commences this week and will be very thorough in keeping 
with specified guidelines. I provided 3N parents with an update last Friday. Meanwhile the 
class will continue to operate in the library with Mrs Elston continuing to modify her 
structures to accommodate them. 
 
Car Damage 
Mrs Walkerden received many comments of support and sympathy last week but 
unfortunately no indications of who was responsible for the damage to her motor vehicle. 
It would be very gratifying if someone was able to come forward and assist in resolving 
this matter. 
 
Principal Vacancy 
I have been advised that my position will be filled through the merit selection process. This 
necessitates a panel being formed and the position being advertised. The panel will be 
comprised of the School Education Director, a principal of appropriate status, a staff 
representative elected by the teaching staff and a parent nominated by our parent bodies. 
I would expect that the new principal appointment would be made before the end of this 
school year. 
 
Solar Project 
The school has received its funding for the placement of solar panels on the roof above 
the computer room. It was originally intended that the panels would go on the Burns Bay 
COLA but there were DET reservations about the weight of the panels on that structure. I 
expect to receive a starting date shortly. 
 
Kindergarten 2010 
Local enrolments for kindergarten next year are still coming in and it seems that we will fill 
six classes without much difficulty. However it does mean that the non- locals on our 
waiting list are unlikely to secure positions. 
We will see how many enrolment applications translate into to reality following our 
orientation program which commences this Wednesday evening. 
 
Year 5 Choir 
I saw many of our Year 5 students at interval at the Sydney Opera House on Friday 
evening. They were singing in the massed choir at the Waratah Choral Festival and were 
obviously thrilled and excited by the opportunity to be involved. 
Miss Schmidt was just as animated and obviously enjoyed the opportunity yet again to 
provide our students with an unforgettable experience. 
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Year 6 Celebration of Learning 
As I have rounded off today’s Loop I am preparing to attend the Year 6 Celebration of Learning, the first of seven this 
term.
